Estimate vs actual running costs

Actual annual vehicle running costs* vary for different vehicle categories.
When loan repayments are included, actual running costs become substantially higher than the average estimated costs.

" Distance based charges are calculated according to the distance travelled by motorists and can apply across the entire road network.

2 Congestion charges are fees to enter into certain areas such as CBDs and busy centres. Charges can be fixed or varied depending on the level of congestion (i.e. higher charges during peak periods).
¥ These are charges applied to motorists depending on the size of the vehicle they drive. Heavier vehicles may be charged more because they emit more pollution and contribute to wear-and-tear on roads.
'“ Dedicated lanes on the road that are free for vehicles with multiple occupants, and other exempt vehicles.
